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Biebrza marshes, the miracule of our nature, are very interesting and very beautiful  for scientists  from many countries, specially from where the valuable types of ecosystems have been changed many years ago. This nature guide book about Biebrza marshes was published in Holland in English by a Crossbill Guides publication, promoting nature protection, and nature tourism in Europe. From this series guide book about Białowieska Wood will be published. This book consists of 2 parts descriptive – theoretical and practical – excursional. At the beginning main information about  geography and topography of this area were presented. The types of landscapes and ecosystems were described with all details. Seperate chapter was devoted to flora and fauna.. Here we can find many practical information : where and when to  meet  different species, and how to recognize them. The author tries to explain  different processes involved  in functioning of the  nature and the landscape. There is a big adventage of this  guide – it is possible to learn a bit of ecology from it. Besides the book is written  in quiete simple language without  too many scientific terms.  At the end there is a dictionary explaining more difficult  expressions and besides  there is an index of plants and animals species in latin, english, german and dutsch. In the introduction part  - the practical part, the autor writes in general and shortly when is the best time to come, where to sleep and how to move around. There are  not enough practical information concerning touristic management. For the foreigners who don’t know polish it can be difficult  to find accomodation and transport. Besides there is no word about the headquater of the  Biebrzański National Park, which as a information and education center  is worth to visit for sure. Further  there are descriptions of  9 routes , mainly for walking but also  for car and cayak, leading through the most interesting natural parts of Biebrza marshes. Very valuable are information where it is posibble to observe  different species of animals and specially birds and mammals. Some schematic maps and several pictures were attached to the descriptions of the routes. Very  nice pictures  and photos  are in the first part  of the guide book. The graphic dress of the book is very nice. The format A5  doesn’t take a lot of space in the backpack.

Author presents the Biebrza marshes with  big enthusiasm and very professional. The edition of such a guide book is a great promotion for this region in  theWestern  Europe and also nice certificate that Europa is interested in our nature .
